12  HOUR CHALLENGE - NOTICE OF RACE – 2011
(Rev 14 Sept 2011)

A. The Fourth MAC 12 Hour Challenge will take place on Saturday 15th October 2011 -  around  

  a triangular course on Rietlvlei starting at 06H30 (the warning signal will be at 06H20)
B. The challenge is open to LASER, OPTIMIST, EXTRA, RS TERA, LASER CLASS and DABCHICK.
C. Laser and Dabchick will be scored according to the class handicaps. 
D. The Racing Rules of Sailing 2009-2012, the relevant Class Rules, the Equipment Rules of Sailing, this Notice of Race and the sailing instructions shall apply to all entrants. 

E. Registration will take place for 16H00 – 21H00 on Friday, 14th of October 2011. Sailing Instructions issued on registration.

F. Entries along with entrance fees need to be made by Thursday 13th of October, late entries will be accepted until Friday 14th September, 21h00 at additional fee of R100 per Team.
G. The challenge is for boats entering a team. A Team name and crew list must be provided, and is limited to 10 members. Changing or swapping of sailors between teams during the challenge will not be permitted. Optimist teams to have a minimum of 2 team members. No Sailors under the age of 15 years may sail as a single handed (solo) team. The maximum age limit for Dabchick does not apply.
H. Challenge starts at 06H30 and finishes at 18H30.  Briefing in the clubhouse at 06H00.

I. The course will be 0,85 miles long– triangular course. A penalty mark will also be used: - Marks of the course will be yellow and black Gemini cylinder buoys.
J. Results will be posted on the notice board in the club house at 09H30, 12H30, 15H30, 17H30 and must be signed off no later than 30 minutes after posting. No discrepancies will be considered thereafter.
K. Protests must be lodged at the bridge by the Team Captain within 30min of the incident taking place. The hearing will take place as soon as practically possible. Participants are encouraged to make use of the penalty buoy (amendment to Rule 44) instead of lodging a protest. No protests will be accepted after 18h45.
L. Prize giving will be held at the Clubhouse at approximately 19H30.
M. A reserve boat, and sails/gear may be used if challenge boat is damaged. The Bridge needs to be notified in writing with reasons, before the entrant can return to the race course. 
N. A boat/ team are entirely responsible for its own safety – afloat or ashore and nothing reduces that responsibility. The team manager must be aware of conditions at all times and act accordingly. The organizers are not responsible for loss, damage, death or personal injury however, it may have occurred, as a result of a boat taking part in the event.
O. The Race Officer and / or Rescue skippers may at any time send a sailor ashore if they feel that he/she is unfit to sail. E.g. dehydration, hyperthermia, sunstroke, etc. The boat will be notified by means of the Black flag and repetitive whistles on the water, and they will thus be instructed to immediately come ashore for a crew change. Rescue will escort them ashore.

P. The winner will be the team with the shortest average lap time per class. Timing of boats commences with challenge starting signal and continues until the cut-off hooter at 18h30. Boats will be scored by the number of completed laps up to cut-off.

Q. Boats may be subject to safety / measurement checks at any time during the event.
R. Teams may use the grassed area next to the clubhouse for overnight camping on Friday 14th and Saturday 15th of October.
S. In a class of five or more fist prize will be awarded. Medals will be awarded to all classes for teams finishing 1st, 2nd and 3rd.
T. Entries must be completed and the entry form must be signed by the Team Captain.
