Rules:

The Championships will be governed by the Racing Rules of Sailing (RRS) 2009 – 2012, the Equipment Rules of Sailing (ESR) 2009 – 2012, the respective Class Rules and the Sailing Instructions. The revised SAS - Western Cape Dinghy Inter-Schools 2006 scoring system will be used.

Notice of Race:

The Notice of Race shall form an integral part of the Sailing Instructions and shall be read in conjunction with them.

Sailing Instructions:

Sailing Instructions will be available from the Regatta Secretary from 11:30 on Saturday 3rd March, 2012.

Changes to the Sailing Instructions will be posted at least 20 minutes before the start of the next race to which they might apply.

Scoring:

The revised Western Cape Dinghy Inter-Schools 2006 scoring system will be used. In both the Junior School and High School fleets the High points “Rendeila B” scoring system will be used for the individual and team scores (as defined by the Sail-wave scoring program Vers. 1.57).

The overall High School winner will be the High School with the highest number of accumulated points, made up of their best team result together with their next best individual 
result, with fleet size taken into account by the Revised 2006 Scoring System.

Advertising:

The event has been classified as a Category C event in terms of 2009 ISAF Regulations Appendix 20, which shall only apply when racing.

Advertising of a company or a product, which at the sole discretion of the Organizing Committee is in direct or indirect competition with a sponsoring company or any sponsor’s product marketed by them, shall not be permitted.

The first race shall not start before 14:00 on Saturday 3rd March, 2012.

The start times of subsequent races will be posted on the Event Notice  

          Board except that when flag “L” is being flown from the IYC Bridge it will 

          indicate that the next race is about to start and all competitors    

          should return to the start area.

No race shall start after 16:00 on Sunday 4th  March, 2012.

A maximum of eight races will be sailed, with 4 races constituting a 

          series.

Should more than four races be sailed, there will be a discard allowed for  

          both individuals and teams.

Program:

Registration will take place from 11:30 to 13:30 on Saturday 3rd March, 2012 in the Clubhouse.

Fleet / Classes:

Flags allocated to each Class will be indicated on the Event Notice Board.

Junior Schools Fleet:

Three boats in a class will constitute a team. Junior schools may enter as  

many individuals and any number of teams in the Optimist Class, in the Tera Class or the
O 9er Class
High Schools Fleet:
Two boats in a class will constitute a team. Senior schools may enter as many individuals and any number of teams in one or more of the following Classes: Dabchick, Laser Radial, Laser 4.7, Mirror , Optimist, Tera.
Those sailing in the Dabchick class may elect to sail with an additional crew who must sail in all races. Mirrors must be sailed with a crew. The crew shall not be changed during the series without written request and approval of the Race Committee.

Where there are insufficient boats from the permitted classes (see 9) to constitute a class, they are to be sailed in compliance of their class rules and handicapped in accordance with the Ratings as issued by SAS in an “Open” Class (“O” Class)
