1
RULES

1.1 The regatta will be governed by the rules as defined in the Racing Rules of Sailing (RRS) 2009-12.

1.2 The following prescriptions will apply:

The SA Sailing Requirements for National Championships.

The Provincial Championship requirements of SAS KZN

1.3 Boats participating in this regatta shall conform to the Equipment Rules of Sailing (ERS) 2009-12, the Class Rules of each Class, this Notice of Race, and the Sailing Instructions.

2 ADVERTISING 
ISAF Regulation 20 – Advertising Code – applies. In keeping with this code, boats may be required to display advertising chosen and supplied by the organizing authority.
3
ELIGIBILITY AND ENTRY

3.1 The regatta is open to all boats of the above listed classes.

3.2 In accordance with the International Sailing Federation (ISAF) Regulation 19 (Eligibility Code), all competitors (Helmspersons and all other crew) shall be members in good standing of a Yacht Club affiliated to and in good standing with SA Sailing or their Member National Authority in the case of non-South Africans. The Yacht Club name and membership details shall be stated on the entry form or crew list. Current valid South African Sailing Membership Cards or similar proof of MNA Membership in cases of non-South Africans shall be presented at Registration.

3.3 Eligible boats may enter by completing the attached form and paying the required fee before close of registration on 27th December 2011.

3.4 Entry forms must be countersigned by a parent or guardian if the competitor is under the age of 18 years on the first day of the regatta.

3.5 Boats whose entry forms, with or without entry fees, are received by the Regatta Secretary by 21st December 2010 will be eligible for a R25-00 discount on their entry fee. Completed entry forms should be forwarded to:

5.3 Briefing:
A voluntary briefing will be held on 27th December at 11:30 in the HMYC clubhouse.
5.4 Dates of Racing:
Racing is scheduled to take place on 27, 28, 29 and 30 December 2011

5.5 The warning signal for the first race is scheduled for 13:00 on Tuesday 27th December 2011.
5.6 The scheduled time of the warning signal for the first race of the day on subsequent days is 09:30 for dinghy classes and 10:00 for catamaran classes. This may be changed by an amendment to the sailing instructions posted on the notice board by 19:00 on the previous day.
5.7 No race will be started after 14:30 on 30th December 2011, except in the event of a fourth qualifying race being required. In this case the race will be started no later than 15:30 on 30th December 2011.

The maximum number of races for the regatta is 15
6
MEASUREMENTS
Except for classes that do not have measurement certificates, each boat shall produce a valid measurement / rating certificate. In addition spot measurements may be taken at any stage during the regatta.

SAILING INSTRUCTIONS
Sailing Instructions will be available at registration on completion of registration formalities.
8 
VENUE
Racing will take place in the yachting area of Midmar Dam near Howick, in KwaZulu-Natal.
9 
THE COURSES
The courses to be sailed by the respective classes are set out in the Sailing Instructions. These will be either windward – leeward courses; or courses that are a combination of triangular and windward – leeward rounds.
10 
PENALTY SYSTEM

For the catamaran classes Rule 44.1 is changed so that the Two-Turns Penalty is replaced by the One-Turn Penalty.

SCORING

11.1
Low Point System of Appendix A4.1 will apply.

11.2
Four races are required to be completed to constitute a series.

11.3   (a)
When fewer than 5 races have been completed, a boat’s series score will be the total of her race scores.

(b) When from 5 to 9 races have been completed, a boat’s series score will be the total of her race scores excluding her worst score.

(c) When 10 or more races have been completed, a boat’s series score will be the total of her race scores excluding her two worst scores.

(d) When 15 races have been completed, a boat’s series score will be the total of her race scores excluding her three worst scores.

12 NATIONAL CHAMPIONSHIP REQUIREMENTS

In order to qualify as a National Class Championship the following criteria shall be satisfied: 
· A minimum of ten valid entries have been received no later than the closing time for entries one hour before the scheduled starting time of the first race
· At least ten finishers in any two races of the series.
· At least four races completed.

13 PROVINCIAL CHAMPIONSHIP REQUIREMENTS

In order to qualify as a Provincial Class Championship, the following criteria shall be satisfied: 

· A minimum of ten valid entries received one hour before the scheduled starting time of the first race

· At least ten finishers in any one race of the series; and

· At least four races completed.

14
SAFETY

14.1
Yachts shall comply with the National Small Vessel Safety Regulations, as well as their class buoyancy and safety requirements.

14.2
Youth category competitors shall wear a personal buoyancy aid at all times while afloat in a yacht.
14.3
Wet or dry suits do not constitute adequate buoyancy!

14.4
A yacht that retires from a race shall notify the Race Committee as soon as possible.

15
SUPPORT BOATS

Coach or individual support boats shall remain no less than 150m from areas where boats are racing, between the Preparatory Signal and the last competitor finishing the race. Failure to comply shall result in action from the Protest Committee.

16 
RADIO COMMUNICATION

Except in an emergency, a boat shall neither make radio transmissions while racing nor receive radio communications not available to all boats. This restriction also applies to mobile telephones.

PRIZES

Prizes and trophies to be awarded are listed in Attachment A

RIGHTS TO USE NAMES AND LIKENESSES
Competitors automatically grant the organizing authority without payment the right in perpetuity to make, use and show any motion pictures, still pictures and live, taped or filmed television of or relating to the event.

DISCLAIMER OF LIABILITY

Competitors are entirely responsible for their own safety, whether afloat or ashore, and nothing reduces this responsibility. It is for competitors to decide whether their boat and its helm and crew are fit to sail in the conditions that they might find. By launching or going afloat competitors confirm their boat is fit for those conditions and that they are competent to sail and compete in the boat. See RRS 4, Decision to Race. Nothing done by the organizers can reduce the responsibility of the owners and/or competitors, nor will it make the organizers responsible for any loss, damage, death or personal injury, however it may have occurred, as a result of the boat taking part in the racing. The organizers encompass everyone helping to run the event and include the organizing authority, race committee, race officer, safety officer, patrol boat personnel and beach masters. The provision of patrol boats does not relieve the owners and competitors of their responsibilities.

Each participating boat is encouraged to carry sufficient valid third-party liability insurance to cover any liability arising during the event.
